PROFILE OF A FRATERNITY 

OF THE CHAMPAGNAT MOVEMENT
The Fraternity of the Champagnat Movement is formed by Christians, men and women, who, attracted by the person and the charism of Saint Marcellin Champagnat, try to orientate their life from the Gospel, and according to the traits of Marist spirituality:

We choose to follow Jesus in the way of Mary from our condition as a layperson. 

Our option responds to the free call that we have received from Christ to assimilate us to Him and to the mission that he entrusts to us. As with Champagnat, our daily life gushes with the intimate experience of the love of God the Father, as well as the openness to events and people. 
We live and share our faith in community.

Our Fraternity is a concrete way of living as Church. We experience here the intimacy of God, who is present to us in meeting with people, particularly the most neglected, daily events, prayer, Eucharist, the Word of God and the apostolic commitment in the different temporal realities. We want our fraternal relationships to be a reflection of the family spirit at Nazareth which is characterised by simplicity and the search for unity, in a climate of joy. 
We recognise in Mary our own way of living the Gospel.

We feel called to be the living memory of Mary in the Church. We associate her always with Jesus, as Father Champagnat did. The love and admiration that we feel for her urges us to reproduce her attitudes in ourselves. We address her with confidence, we call her our “Good Mother” and we present her as the perfect disciple, travelling companion in the pilgrimage of faith, valiant and prophetic woman, the way that leads to Jesus. 
We commit ourselves to the construction of the Kingdom.

We follow thus in the footprints of Jesus who gave his life for this cause. We evangelise, above all, with the testimony of life, being leaven in our own environment. But also with prayer and the word. We want to build the Kingdom among children and young people, particularly the poorest and most abandoned, in the world of work and of profession, and in our families, giving ourselves to this mission with the same apostolic passion that enflamed the compassionate heart of Father Champagnat.
We become sensitive to unjust situations and we are in solidarity with those who endure them. 
We awake in us the critical sense that allows us to analyse reality from the Gospel in order to commit ourselves to its transformation. This commitment, diversified according to the capacities and possibilities of each member of the Fraternity, allows us to make our solidarity with the poor and those who suffer more effective. Together with other men and women, we try to promote the fraternity and we commit ourselves to working for peace, justice and the protection of creation.
We live in Communion with the Church.

Actively involved, as members of the people of God, in our parishes and our diocese, through openness and a sincere collaboration, we offer the contribution of a Fraternity which tries to live with a missionary character in a Marist style. We also encourage communication and actions in connection with other movements or ecclesiastic groups. 
We assume our ongoing formation in a personal and collective manner.

This formation, an excellent means of human and spiritual growth, comes especially from the Word of God, takes into account real situations of the Fraternity and tries to integrate faith culture and life together.
