This collection of news of the Institute, known under the name of Marist Update is the responsibility of the editorial staff who selects the news and then sends it to the brothers who do not have the time or the courage to glance at all the open windows of the Marist cyberspace. All the information of Marist Update is taken and put at the disposition of the brothers in the reserved area of www.champagnat.org and are often also put on the home page of the Marist website. We know that the Institute produces news each day and that this news is still more numerous in the various organs of communication of the entire Institute. We are more and more conscious of the richness that the Spirit arouses amongst us, of the great unity and of the family spirit that urges us to share our institutional life. That is why we are encouraging all the Brothers Provincial to send news from the Provinces to share it with the entire Institute. The most important events reported in the last one hundred editions of Marist Update
The natural catastrophes such as the eruption of the Nyiragongo volcano at Goma (103), the tsunami (159) and the collaboration of BIS (168, 182), the cyclones Dennis (179) and Katrina (195) as well as the earthquake in Pakistan (195, 196).

We have highlighted the main topics of the General Council in following the calls of the XX General Chapter (114), the Plenary Sessions of the General Council (166) the meeting of new Provincials in Rome (118), the installation of new Administrative Units, the extended General Council meeting in Asia (132), in Brazil and Cono Sur (136), in Europe (143) and in Oceania (149), the vitality of MIC (123) and of MAPAC (120), the activities of the formation centres at Manziana and El Escorial (110). An important section of Marist Update was occupied by the VII General Conference (186 to 193).

The website www.champagnat.org improved its presentation after one year of life (172) and opened a reserved area. At the same time, we undertook a restructuring of Marist Update (150) when Brother Onorino Rota replaced Brother Lluis Serra as Director of Communications.
We have drawn attention to various events that have taken place for the first time in the Institute: the 1st Meeting of Marist Institutions of Tertiary Education (157), the meeting of the General Council with the youth of Europe, 1st meeting of Marist social programmes and works in Europe, the Marist Vocation Year (183) and the meetings of Marist Fraternities (195).

Ecclesial events of worldwide interest have been highlighted in Marist Update: the death of Pope John Paul II (171), the election of his successor Benedict XVI (174), the World Youth Day at Cologne (185) and the Synod on the Eucharist (196).

Finally, there has been information about books we have received (137, 138, 141.144, 170, 173, 174, 177, 178, 194 et 195) among which we must emphasise those that speak about Brother Basilio Rueda (110, 134).
