Perpetual profession in the Province of Brasil Centro-Sul

The definitive YES of Brother Murilo Bertoldi 
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The Province of Brasil Centro-Sul experienced a time of great happiness, fraternal joy and profound gratitude on the 7th May 2006: the perpetual profession of Brother Murilo Bertoldi. 

In the chapel of Santa Luzia, in the city of Brusque, Brother Murilo pronounced his definitive YES to God during Mass presided by Bishop José Negri, the local auxiliary bishop and friend of the professed. The perpetual vows were received by Brother Tercílio Sevegnani, Provincial, and pronounced before many parents, friends, parishioners, students, teachers and about sixty brothers and young people in Marist formation. We would like to highlight particularly the words of the bishop inspired by the Spiritual Testament of Father Champagnat, insisting on unity and fraternal love. Other highlights included the place of honour given to the images of the Good Mother, of Saint Marcellin Champagnat and of Saint Luzia, the welcoming of the Word of God, the offertory procession with objects recalling aspects of Brother Murilo’s life, the singing of the Salve Regina at the end of Mass, the reception of the parish community, etc. 

Brother Murilo delivered the following message: “Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, I have chosen as a motto the phrase ‘Love one another’. I believe that the tragedy of life is not that men and women die, but that they stop loving. I believe that love of neighbour is the secret of happiness. I believe that we are all born to love. That is the origin of existence and my sole aim. I believe that the one who loves accomplishes a great deal. Finally, brothers and sisters in Christ, I believe that love does not age. Thus, let us love intensely. Many thanks!”

As often happens on such occasions, there was a vocation week in the local area. It was organised by members of the Vocations Ministry of the Province, under the co-ordination of Brothers Joaquim Sperandio and Reni Voss, and in harmony with the local Church. It allowed one to better understand a vocation and it exhorted the people to respond generously. A fraternal meal completed the festivities and nourished all those present physically and affectively.

Meeting of teachers and brothers in Viterbo

I cannot see a child without telling him how much God loves him 
Marcellin has not finished giving surprises even for those who have been teaching in a Marist school for many years. 

We came together in Viterbo from the different Marist schools in Italy, about twenty teachers (brothers and laypeople – even though I hope this distinction will soon disappear) for a “distinct” course of spirituality concerning our Founder, Marcellin Champagnat. These were teachers who more or less knew the life of the Founder so as to be able to live these days with Marcellin. Living with Marcellin is the correct definition, not only because in this way you can be a Marist teacher, but also because in these few hours we lived everything that he lived from his birth until his death.

Marcellin encourages us to pass this on and to experience this with our students and our companions.

Various feelings were experienced in this time, in these games, in these meditations, in this atmosphere of Marist fraternity that was created. Together we sought (with the help of three Marist Brothers, one Italian and two Spanish, though one is an adopted Italian) to penetrate into Marcellin, to pray as he prayed with his first brothers, trying to experience the atmosphere surrounding his table, his nails, his simple objects: Marist simplicity appeared in these days, the simplicity of a constant man, confident in Jesus and in his Good Mother, and sure of the work that he was about to accomplish for young people. 

Our students were not physically present in Viterbo, but they were present spiritually at all times: in the reflections, in the fraternal meals together, in the prayers. As Marcellin has taught us: “I cannot see a child without wanting to tell him how much God loves him.” 

We remembered with heightened emotion those people whom Marcellin has allowed us to know; people who have taught us who Marcellin is and who are now in heaven together with Marcellin, at the feet of Mary contemplating God. 

During these days, we experienced times of games, of jokes, of discovering new friendships; times of intense spirituality with fraternal joy with the simplicity that Marcellin transmitted to the first brothers and has continued to do so until our own time. 

We returned to our homes and to our schools with the desire to communicate to our companions the love that Marcellin had given to his brothers and young people, hoping that the spirit will live in our schools that lived in the schools at the time of the Founder. 

We said goodbye, wanting to meet in the Hermitage, in Marcellin’s house so as to continue to discover him, his days, his things, his words, his first brothers. Together with the help of Mary, we will be able to make Marcellin’s dream come true, in a new and great Hermitage, built by the hands of children, adolescents, young people and new Champagnats.

Brazil launches a new proposal of youth ministry

Norms of youth ministry 
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The Provinces of Rio Grande do Sul, Brasil Centro-Sul, Brazil Centro-Norte and the District of Amazônia finalised in April national norms of youth ministry. 

The document, started in 2004, was produced by the inter-Provincial Commission for the evangelisation of young people, supported by a group of studies and with the help of Father Hilário Dick, SJ. About one hundred young people and animators of Marist youth ministry (MYM) collaborated in the writing of the document. The national meeting of liaison people of the MYM took place in January 2005 in the city of Florianópolis, and strengthened the document and the commitment of the young people and animators in the new perspective of work with the Marist youth of Brazil. 

This proposal marks the history of inter-Provincial co-operation in Brazil. It is more a matter of gaining the support for a common project of action and of evangelisation of young people, respecting its diversity and richness, than of fixing norms. 

Its implantation will be done gradually as the Provinces and District reorganise themselves. The proposal aims above all else to defend young people and to engage them in the Church and society to live a project in the light of the Gospel. Under the acronym MYM, Marist Youth Ministry is attracting and engaging a lot of people. 

Here are the proposed objectives: to reorganise the Provinces and the District, to refound the “Remar” movement, to bring together the youth ministry of Brazil, to call the Church and the Institute to evangelise in order to respond better to the needs and the challenges of young people, to take up again and to renew proposals that have been developed already. 

In order to strengthen the proposal of the MYM, an emblem, a flag, a credo and some musical works have been produced at the national level. A collection of thematic notebooks, called “Notebooks of the MYM” was produced at the rate of two or three notebooks per year in order to help in training the young people and the animators.

A document is in the process of realisation, “Process of education in the faith”, a work of the MYM and will be ready at the end of this year. From their own knowledge and experience, every young person will be able to trace their own journey in five stages by being inspired by places and symbols taken from the Bible, theology or of the Marist world. 

The MYM is an enticing and stimulating proposal that has been born as one of the first fruits of the restructuring between the Administrative Units. It is also a cry for many brothers and collaborators that they carry in their hearts for these young people who are the face, the sign and the gift of Jesus and Mary for all Marists.

Presentation of the norms of Marist Youth Ministry to the bishops of Brazil 

Mission with young people 
The 10th May 2006 will remain a special date in the Marist history of Brazil and in that of the MYM, as it was the day that the norms of the MYM were presented to the bishops of Brazil. 

The 44th General Assembly of the bishops of Brazil brought together 297 bishops in Indaiatuba, SP, in the neighbourhood of Itaici in order to treat the “Evangelisation of young people, their challenges and pastoral perspectives.” 

During the morning of the 10th May, the commission that had prepared the document invited some young people to come to speak to the bishops, in the hope of enriching and illustrating the experience of working with the young people of Brazil. The following subjects were chosen: Brazilian network of centres and of institutes for young people in Brazil, charismatic renewal, the Brazilian youth ministry and the Marist youth ministry.

Marist Brazil was represented by Ana Clesia Alcântara, from the Province of Brasil Centro-Norte.

Also participating in the meeting were the liaison person for the Provincial ministry, Fabiano Incerti, and the Provincial co-ordinator of the MYM, Brother João Batista Pereira, representing the three Marist Provinces and the District of Amazônia.

The results of the presentation were very positive. The bishops congratulated the Marists for their work with young people through the MYM. 

This occasion that has been offered to the Marist Brothers has reinforced our mission with young people. The MYM left the Assembly stronger and with a heightened responsibility. We need to continue our journey in rhythm with the young people. 

May God bless the young people of Brazil and may the fruits of the 44th General Assembly of bishops strengthen more our evangelisation mission with children and young people. Now with more conviction and audacity, we cry to the four points of the compass: Long life to the MYM and young people!

Meeting of the Consultative Council for the project of mission ad gentes

Looking towards the lands of Asia 
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As the project of mission ad gentes progresses, it is demanding more attention, especially for studying new problems and for better planning. For this new and complex mission, the General Council has appointed a Consultative Council, expressly for the study of new Marist presences in Asia. This Council is formed by Brothers Luis García Sobrado, Peter Rodney, Rene Reyes, Michael Flanigan, Tom Chin and Father José Doan, sj.

We need to highlight the presence of Brother Tom Chin, former Provincial of the Province of China for nine years and of Father José Doan, Jesuit, who personally knows the Church of Asia very well. In fact, he was the Provincial of the Jesuit Provinces for nine years and Vicar for Religious Life in the Diocese of Ho Chi Min.

This Consultative Council has as its aim to help the co-ordination team of the project to deepen its reflection on concrete matters and to make practical recommendations. 

From the 11th to the 13th May, this Consultative Council met for the first time at the General House to look at a first list of topics on their agenda: 

1. To deepen the most important dynamics and objectives of the project.

2. To define criteria and strategies for the ‘new presences’ on the Asian continent.

3. To create structures of animation and government for this project and to co-ordinate those responsible for this.

4. To study the orientation programme that will be offered to the brothers at Davao.

5. To analyse the financing of the project.

At the end of the meeting, a series of recommendations were unanimously agreed to that will be a great help for the good development of activities. 

This first meeting brought out the need to consult each other, especially during the first phases of the launching and of the development of this work of evangelisation. 

The next meeting of the Consultative Council will take place from the 2nd to the 4th November 2006, when the first participants in the mission will have had three months of formation at Davao.

The Marist College of Notre-Dame du Carmel in Badajoz 

Walking in solidarity with Bolivia 
On Friday 5th May, the Notre Dame du Carmel College in Badajoz finished its solidarity campaign “ENDeuda” of S.E.D. (NGO: Solidarity Education and Development). The summit of this campaign was the third solidarity walk: “Walk in solidarity! III” 

This walk is a gesture of solidarity to denounce situations of injustice and the lack of solidarity between the countries of the North and of the South. It is a matter of us setting out on the walk by passing through the streets of our city. This year we were asking for the remission of the debt. From a practical point of view, the participants had received a notebook, “The good walk”, in which they had written the name of their sponsors and showed how much they had committed to contribute. This year’s solidarity project plans to subsidise the study grants for occupational studies and secondary studies at the Marist boarding school at Comarapa in Bolivia. 

We then had a solidarity festival in the schoolyard where different friendship and Christian life groups, as well as the Champagnat Choir and the Primary School Choir, offered various items prepared for the occasion. 

Around 400 boys and girls from the college participated in the festival with their parents. We hope that this type of experience will help them to respond better to the needs of our world, TO BE ALL BROTHERS AND SISTERS.

Brother Seán Sammon’s presence in Manziana and El Escorial

The Brother Superior General’s diary 
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The diary of Brother Seán Sammon, Superior General, is filled day by day with his service to the brothers and the animation of works; his service is not only to Marists but also to the Church. On this occasion we note the record of his presence among the brothers who are attending the courses organised for mid-life in Manziana and for those experiencing a period of spiritual renewal in El Escorial. As well, he has collaborated with the Brothers of Charity in their General Chapter being held in Rome. 

On April 17th and 18, Brother Seán gave presentations on the topic of community to the English-speaking midlife renewal group in Manziana. One Marianist Brother and twelve Marist Brothers make up the group this year at Manziana. They represent the Districts of Melanesia and West Africa as well as the Provinces of Sydney, Sri Lanka, Philippines, Central-East Africa and New Zealand-Pacific Region. 

In Manziana, we are now into the final quarter of the 2006 Mid-Life Spirituality Program (English) with 14 Brothers (including one ordained Marianist) and 3 team members (Director, Assistant Director and Chaplain). In total we represent 13 different countries. The International character of our community is a richness for brotherhood and for personal development. Living with Brothers from different languages and cultures provides plenty of opportunity to stretch one’s perspective on life, to question one’s own attitudes and values and to use this time for personal on-going formation.

Brother Seán gave a presentation to the Spanish-speaking midlife renewal group in Escorial on the 11th and 12th of May. The topic was Vitality and it was part of a week long study of Vitality in the Institute. In addition to the presentation, an open forum was held with opportunity for questions and discussion.

Thirty two members of the Brothers of Charity are currently holding their General Chapter in Rome. The theme of the Chapter is: The identity of the religious brother and his task in the development of the values of the world. At the request of their Superior General, Brother René Stockman, Brother Seán gave a conference to the delegates on Tuesday, 16 May on the topic of Identity. The conference was an introduction to the theme of the chapter and touched upon the vision of religious life today with a special focus on the religious brother.

Founded in Belgium in 1807 by Peter Joseph Triest, the Brothers of Charity work with marginalized, disadvantaged and excluded people in North and South America, Africa, Asia, Europe and Australasia.

Brazil - 24/05/2006

Meeting of young brothers from the Province of Brasil Centro-Norte

Young brothers united by one same ideal 
This slogan brought together twenty-eight of the thirty-three young brothers of the Province of Brasil Centro-Norte at Brazlândia-DF, on the 21st, 22nd and 23rd April. Brother Adalberto who accompanies the young brothers of the Province was present during the entire event. Brother Claudino Falchetto, Provincial, was also present at several times.

Various activities marked the meeting: exchanges of experiences, life sharing, prayers and celebrations, walks, fraternisation, leisure time and especially a reflection on the “New generations in religious life”. Friar Rubens Nunes, a Capuchin from Goiás, developed this subject by using the dynamics of studying the text and group activities as his work methods.

This meeting was remarkable for its fraternal conviviality, the support for affirming our identity as a Marist Brother and, especially, by the communion in one same ideal: to continue today Champagnat’s dream.

Italy - 25/05/2006

Spirituality centre, Manziana

The 2006 Mid-Life Spirituality Program 
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The town of Manziana is situated in the hills to the NW of Rome; about one hour’s drive from the capital and close to the scenic Lake Bracciano.

In 1993 the renovations to our Spirituality Centre (formerly the Juniorate for the Italian Province) were completed and the first Mid-Life Spirituality Program of 5 months, commenced. Since then these programs together with Third Age Renewal Programs (10 Weeks) for older Brothers have been held each year. Most of the programs have been in English but since 1999,Third Age Programs in Spanish have also been a regular event. 

We are now into the final quarter of the 2006 Mid-Life Spirituality Program (English) with 14 Brothers (including one ordained Marianist) and 3 team members (Director, Assistant Director and Chaplain). In total we represent 13 different countries. The International character of our community is a richness for brotherhood and for personal development. Living with Brothers from different languages and cultures provides plenty of opportunity to stretch one’s perspective on life, to question one’s own attitudes and values and to use this time for personal on-going formation.

The Brothers on this program have divided themselves into 3 Reflection Groups (for regular process work). After 4 weeks into the current course and following the presentations on MID-LIFE SPIRITUALITY from Don Bisson FMS, the groups met to reflect and pray about their beliefs (VISION) and resolutions (MISSION) for their time here together. Below are their Vision Statements. 

Group 1

At this stage of Mid-life, we believe in the unconditional love of God and His constant and active presence in our lives. Our human limitations sometimes blind us to this truth. However, we firmly believe that ultimately, we ourselves are personally responsible for our growth through a Christ-centred prayer life. 

Group 2

At this time of discerning about life in our Mid-life journey, we believe that we are unique and created in the image of God. We accept who we are with our strengths and weaknesses; called to internalize and embrace our true selves. In the light of this reality, we willingly accept the process of conversion in order to engage more closely in our relationship with God and with others.

Group 3

We believe in the total disposition of ourselves to the whole program while conscious that the movement of the Spirit will enable us to find our true selves with humility, in the way of Christ.

Spain - 26/05/2006

Newly affiliated member in the Province of Mediterránea

Mr Fernando Orellana Ramos 
On the 11th January of this year, Brother Seán granted Mr Fernando Orellana Ramos a certificate of affiliation to the Institute. The reasons why the Superior General and his Council granted this are for “his witness of Christian life and that of all his family, his social commitment to the Marist missions, his devotion to the Good Mother and to Saint Marcellin Champagnat, and his exceptional affection for the Institute.” They also wanted to recognise in Doctor Orellana “ his attentive and constant care of the brothers, especially those of the communities of Malaga and Benalmádena, in his personal relationships as well as professional ones as a doctor.
