- On November 15, 2003 in Miami FL, graduates of Marist schools in Cuba will celebrate the first Centenary of our Marist mission on the island. Our work began in the city of Cienfuegos in September 1903.
- The Postulator’s Office in Rome has received news of a grace attributed to Brother François: in South Africa, Mrs. Michelle Sylvester is grateful for a longed-for pregnancy.
