Venezuela - 19/02/2007

Provincial Commissions Plenary 
Province of Norandina 
The New Year is always an occasion from which we profit in the Province of Norandina for a “Plenary Session” of the different Provincial Commissions. 

This year, this has taken place in our retreat house in Los Teques (Venezuela) between the 5th and the 8th February. At other times, these plenary sessions have taken place in our houses in Chachagüí, (Colombia-2005), and Quito (Ecuador-2006)

Convoked by the Brother Provincial and his Council, thirty-five brothers and laypeople met, coming from the three countries that constitute the Province of Norandina. The participants belong to the following Provincial Commissions: Pastoral Care of the Brothers and Communities, Educational Ministry, Initial Formation, Youth Ministry, Vocations Ministry and the Finance Commission. 

These were three days of open and sincere dialogue, of revision and of planning; days of study of a few subjects that have the most influence in the life of the Province; days of shared prayer with a simple and fraternal faith and also for “taking the pulse” of our creativity and sharing, of “creating the dream” and of feeling the support and strength of the brothers in our weaknesses and our fears, and mainly, TO HAVE A BETTER KNOWLEDGE OF THE PROVINCE, TO LIVE THIS OUT MORE AND TO CONSOLIDATE the process started with restructuring. 

Spain - 16/02/2007

1st Assembly of local ministry teams of the Province of Mediterránea 
Towards the unification of ministry 
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On the 2nd and 3rd February, the 1st Assembly of local Ministry Teams of the Province of Mediterránea took pace at Grenada (Spain). The five members of each local team as well as the director of their respec-tive colleges from the Spanish zone of the Province were called together. Two or three delegates per cen-tre in Italy also attended. One hundred and nine people were present, thirty-five of whom were brothers. 

The organisation and the preparation of this first meeting was the responsibility of the Province’s Works Council. There were several objectives that the Council proposed. Firstly, to foster a greater awareness among the members of the ministry teams, as well as assuming common criteria in the pastoral task of centres. In the same way, we tried to exchange experiences and initiatives which have been developed in different places of the Province. Finally, we wanted all the ministry workers to be filled with joy in the important mission that they carry out. 

The work was centred on two basic subjects: the shared mission and the characteristics that an evangelis-ing college must have. In order to develop the two approaches, we counted on the presence of Dª Marta López, who is the President of the Spanish Association of Theologians. In her presentation, which was very much appreciated by those present for its depth and clarity of ideas, she presented the theological aspects of the shared mission. The other great subject of the assembly was developed by Brother Federico Carpintero, a well-known author of Marist themes, who spoke on the “Evangelising College”. 

Around these two great aspects, the work was organised in groups through which we wanted to arrive at precise concrete objectives and to highlight the challenges to be faced in the future. A secretary tried to summarise the reflection of each group to be able to produce a common synthesis. 

As to the exchange of experiences, the collaborators were able to get to know four of them (the lack of time prevent others); three which take place in Spain and one other in Italy. The themes of these were very varied: pastoral work in the parish, education in solidarity among the students, the concrete realisa-tion of a festive itinerary and, finally, vocations ministry. 

From the four objectives given to this meeting, we chose to retain more a character of formation and of experience than of decision and consultation. 

Brother Manuel Jorques, Provincial, was present during the two days. It was he who closed the assembly. In his talk, he congratulated all the participants for all the work accomplished and for their presence in such great numbers. He encouraged all to continue the commitment of building the Kingdom by the con-sistency of their life and their flexibility in arranging the various pastoral orientations that still exist in the Province. He encouraged all to walk towards “unity”, but without “fanaticism” or “dogmatism”. 

The need to hold this first ministry assembly was apparent in the month of September when the Provin-cial priorities for this mandate of three years became public, because they invited all to strength the bonds of union between all the members who constitute the Province. It thus appeared opportune to have a meeting of this type to feel one with the Province and to go forward together in the same project. 

Spain - 15/02/2007

Meeting of the co-ordination of laypeople of Catalonia 
The Movement of Lay Marists in network 
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On the 5th February, the co-ordination of the laypeople of Catalonia, in one of its monthly meetings of animation and follow up of the Lay Marist Movement in Catalonia, had a meeting with Brother Pau Fornells, Director of the Bureau of the Laity of the Marist Institute.

The meeting started towards seven o’clock in the evening with a simple prayer. At first, after some brief presentations, Brother Pau explained to us the idea that he had of the laity from his visits to the Marist world, including different situations in America, Africa and Asia. 

From all the ideas that Brother Pau wanted to share with us about his perception of the reality of the Marist laity, the one that he noted the most was this: the lay Marist is a person who is aware that it is God who has called him or her to this Marist vocation, as happens with the brothers. The Marist vocation must pass clearly by the Mission which is unique and is concretised in the fact of making children and young people know that God loves them, particularly the most underprivileged. The Mission must not depend on the infinity of concrete apostolic tasks which can be developed in a Marist work or in the works of other types of organisations or enterprises. 

Then, it was us, the members of the co-ordination group, who explained to him the history, the functioning and the actual organisation of our movement in the zone of Catalonia and the co-ordination with the laypeople of other zones of the Province of L’Hermitage, for we noted everywhere the great diversity of experiences and Pau showed interest in knowing our situation. 

We thank Brother Pau for his accompaniment. His words and his presence encouraged us to continue to journey and to dream. His orientations assumed a dose of realism and, at the same time, an impetus to continue to respond to the call of Christ, by living together the charism and mission of Marcellin Champagnat. 

General House - 14/02/2007

A supplementary stage towards its realisation 
The “Master plan for the Hermitage” at Rome 
On the 2nd February, feast of the Presentation of the Lord in the temple and the purification of Mary, the architect Joan Puig-Pey, director of the master plan for the Hermitage, was present in Rome to present to the General Council the project of architectural works that his team at Barcelona has developed. 

The General Council listened to and watched the presentation during one of its usual work sessions that it is currently having. After this presentation, the pathway that the master plan is going to follow will be the following: Study of the proposal by the General Council and the Provincial Council of the Province of L’Hermitage who together will give the final approval of this master plan. Once this plan has been approved, the architects must produce their definitive design which will lead to the final construction. 
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After having presented his works to the General Council, the architect Joan Puig-Pey and his co-workers, acceding to the requests of the General Administration community, kindly agreed to once again explain the results of his studies and his proposal. 

The model, in which the main aspects of the work on the property and in the constructions adjacent to the house built by Champagnat making it a Marist sanctuary were concretised, aroused great interest. The view of the model took shape by the projections of plans which determined the space and functions of the house. 

It is now a matter of waiting for opportune decisions, according to financial costs, legislation and real possibilities that will allow for the effective decisions in order to realise what is still only a master plan. 

Colombia - 13/02/2007

Entry to the Interprovincial Novitiate of “La Valla” of Medellin 
“Mary, light for those who seek Jesus” 
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On the 2nd February in the context of the liturgical feast of the presentation of Jesus in the Temple as light and prophet of the nations, and also in communion with the journey of religious life, we experienced a day full of life and joy in the community of the Interprovincial Novitiate of “La Valla” in Medellin for the generous yes of eight young men who generously opened the doors of their heart to live the experience of the Novitiate from their cultural and Provincial diversity. 

The young men belong to three Marist Provinces and are from five different nationalities: Renault Sindor, Haitian (Canada-Haiti); Carlos Alvarado, Guatemalan and Rafaël Sandoval, Salvadorian (América Central); José Manuel Burmes, Venezuelan, Juan Pablo Gaviria, Marin Muñoz, Nicolás Arteaga and Orlando Muñoz, Colombian (Norandina) presented themselves to welcome into their life the project of consolidation and of discernment of the vocation to become “Little Brothers of Mary”. 

The celebration, during the Eucharist, was full of expressions of faith and of gestures; such as the presentation of the Constitutions and the signature in the book of the Novitiate. 

During this celebration we were accompanied by the fraternal presence of Brothers Laurentino Albalá and César Rojas, Provincial and Vice-Provincial of the Province of Norandina. It was they who invited us to “burn one’s boats” and “to fully live this stage as a unique experience” in the life of every brother.

This pathway which these young men are starting today is illuminated by the memory of the entry into the Novitiate of Brother Stanislaus, “Pearl of the Institute”, and who “was at every moment a faithful imitator of virtues, lived in his spirit and succeeding in being the faithful copy of the Founder…”

These young men wanted to confide the journey of their vocation to the Good Mother under the invocation of “Mary, light for those who seek Jesus”. May she accompany their steps, may she illuminate their life and help them to persevere always. 

Greece - 12/02/2007

Solemn Eucharist at Lycée Léonin Néa Smyrni 
100 years of Marist presence in Greece 
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From the 27th to the 29th January 2007, the Marist Brothers with their lay partners organised the first events to celebrate their arrival in Athens one hundred years ago. The celebrations started on Saturday 27th January by a solemn Eucharist at Lycée Léonin Néa Smyrni, in the presence of a great number of teachers and employees who have worked or currently work at the school, as well as parents and former students. Among them were the Catholic Archbishop of Athens, a former student, the metropolitan of Thèbes and Lévadia, a former teacher, priests, former students, deputies, parents of students, representatives of the ministry of national education and the French ambassador in Greece. After the Eucharist a meeting followed in the theatre with short projections and testimonies recalling the historical past of the establishment. Then there was a meal in honour of all the invited guests. 

The following day, the same scenario was repeated at Lycée Léonin Patissia with a Eucharist celebrated by an orthodox priest, a former teacher, and a crowd of teachers and employees, current or former. Finally on Monday morning the 29th January, a solemn Eucharist was celebrated by the orthodox archbishop of Athens and primate of all of Greece, Archbishop Christodoulos, in the presence of five hundred students, representatives of our schools and a good number of teachers and parents.

Madagascar - 08/02/2007

Taking care of creation and helping it to refind its splendour 
Redeeming nature 
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Lately, the readings of the liturgy have put us in communion with God who created the heavens and the earth, light, nature in all its beauty, the plants of the earth with their fruits and their seeds in the fruit, the fish that abound in the sea and the flight of the birds in the sky, animals in all their species and mankind in the image of God, king of the universe. And God saw that this was very good and he filled his creation with his love and his blessing. The adventure started with the blessing. 

During this same time, we have received from the south of Madagascar good news about man taking care of creation and helping it to refind its splendour. The news comes to us from Brother Tiana Rajaonarison, a Marist. It is simple, but for those who know the High Plateaux of the Iorombe and their poor and nearly desert environment, the news is full of hope, especially if we think that it is the children of a nomadic tribe who are going to realise this.

It concerns a project that will be carried out from March and which consists of planting trees and mango trees. All of the students opened by Brother Tiana, at least twenty schools, will plant three trees each and will be in charge of watering them and following their growth until the young plant is strong enough to fend for itself. The students are going to plant mango trees also, 3600, which means fruit for the future for a tribe that often knows famine. 

This campaign of reforestation is the first in this region that is rather hostile to trees; it is a symbolic gesture for the extent of the territory, but it will probably become an annual activity. It is going to give children the habits of safeguarding, respect and love of nature where bushfires often reign and thus means the death of the trees and vegetation. 

In order to better understand the value of this campaign of reforestation, let’s say that the region of the Iorombe is the homeland of the Bara, a nomadic tribe who have lived there with large herds of zebu, moving around the spaces of this immense semi-desert high-plateau. Until a few years ago, the children did not go to school. They were very busy in following the livestock. But times change: the zebu lost their value, they were especially the object of raids which practically stripped the Bara of their richness. 

Some friends from Switzerland, guided by Brother Jean Claude Christe, a Marist, took the projects of Brother Tiana to heart and financed a campaign of distributing rice for the people of this tribe who had suffered from a long drought. 

In this setting, Brother Tiana proposed to the Bara, by whom he was accepted as one of their chiefs, the education of their children, the opening of schools, the introduction of hygiene, dispensaries, toilets, the digging of wells for water to stabilise this tribe, and now the planting of trees which aims at enriching the environment. 

On a planet whose climate is changing, warming and crying out the suffering of nature, the man who plants a tree is worthy of admiration and of help.

Philippines - 07/02/2007

Second batch of thirteen Brothers 
Mission Ad Gentes Orientation Programme 
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While throughout the short history of our Institute generations of brothers were called (or in some cases forced by circumstances) to take the risk of leaving their homelands to provide an evangelising presence around the world, it is possible that in recent years this audacity has been tempered by the call to maintain and develop the many excellent educational institutions set up by these former missionaries. The capitulants at the 20th General Chapter, as part of the call to “Choose Life”, stated that the time has come for a new chapter in our missionary history to be written.

At the General Conference in Sri Lanka in 2005, Brothers Sean and Luis presented to the Provincials the outline of a very audacious project, a proposal to mission 150 brothers over four years to new apostolic works throughout the countries of Asia. The Conference provided its endorsement, and the personal call went out to all the brothers in Sean’s letter of January 2006. Within a very short period of time a team had been appointed to set up the infra-structure needed to support and focus the project, and in mid-2006 the first group of seventeen brothers arrived at Davao to prepare themselves for the discernment process. In the space of one year, this group is now preparing to form new communities in Asia and a couple of other areas of urgent need.

The second batch of thirteen Brothers arrived at Davao in mid-January. Coming from five different continents, from seven different countries and with few English-first-language speakers, the group has nevertheless jelled very quickly as we have taken on the challenge of building a multi-cultural community. Interestingly, a recent discernment experience illustrated that we had participants from every number on the Enneagram. Our ages range from a young 31 year-old to a more experienced 63 year-old. We have come from a wide variety of backgrounds, some with extensive leadership experience, others just beginning on the path; some with wide out-of-culture experiences, others who have worked within their own culture for many years; some from involvement in formal education, others from informal, sometimes more marginal apostolates. Clearly, there is no single ‘type’ of brother who responds. 

This is no elite group of Brothers. We are Brothers who have all toiled, some for many years, in the many good works being done in various countries of the world. There is nothing ‘special’ about us. It has quickly become clear that we are all ordinary Brothers, trying to discern God’s will for us. The initial plunge has been very gentle. The team has gone to great lengths to ensure that all of us, regardless of our backgrounds, will cope with the initial demands of the Davao experience.

As a group we are all aware of and acknowledge the sacrifices made by our Provinces, by our previous places of ministry, and by Brothers and Lay Partners who are carrying the loads which were previously ours. It is these groups who are perhaps making the greatest sacrifices initially.

And what happens if we and the team discern, at the end of our Davao experience, that we might not be called to form new communities in Asia. There are other options: some of us might instead support initiatives that are already up-and-running but which would benefit from an additional presence; others might return to their home Province to continue their apostolates – at the very least they will bring them a renewed awareness of the mission of a Marist Brother in today’s world, and the courage to promote this approach to mission within their provinces.

Our General Chapter made it clear that we all have a call to play a part in “writing a new chapter in our missionary history”, whether through this programme or in our current provinces. The orientation team for the Mission Ad Gentes Programme is already well into the planning for the next courses beginning in mid-2007 and early 2008. Brothers and lay partners, the message from us here would be, if you discern a possible call, don’t be fearful of taking the plunge!
