Spirituality Course at El Escorial 
REMEMBERING OUR OWN VOCATION STORY 
On the 1st February, the Marist Spirituality Centre of San Lorenzo at El Escorial received a new group of brothers. 

The following brothers are participating in this 77th session: Guillermo V. Martínez, México Central; José Luís H. Martín, Santa María de los Andes; Gregorio Delgado Soler, Mediterránea; Daniel de la Fuente Prieto and Rafael Izquierdo Jaramillo, Cruz del Sur; Isabelino Roux Santacruz, Cruz del Sur -Paraguay; Ataide José de Lima, Brasil Centro-Norte; Antoni M. Fililla and Ton M. Frigola, L’Hermitage; Jesús M. A. Montes, Norandina.
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The co-ordination and orientation of the course is in the hands of Brothers Xavier Espinosa Marticorena, América Central; Afonso Levis, Brasil Centro-Sul; Elías Peña Rodríguez, Rufino González des Heras, and Alfredo Villanueva Sáinz, from the Province of Ibérica.

We are also counting on the services of Father Guilhermo Rubio Maroto, member of the community of Augustinians from the Monastery of El Escorial who is helping us with spiritual services. Mr Pedro Llamas Pérez and his wife Dori García Fernández are looking after the kitchen and the laundry. 

Until the present we have made a good journey. Bit by bit the group has formed and we have discovered each other and got to know each other well. After the first meetings that focussed on introductions and the organisation of life in common, the course started with the Biblical Memory of the story of our vocation. The brothers on the co-ordination team invited us to review our personal journey in the light of the merciful love of God, who sees us, loves us and calls us to be with Him in the consecrated life. Our story is a sacred story because God loves us as we are. We continued to deepen the anthropological core through the knowledge of our personality profile through the enneagram, a subject explained by Brother Lluis Serra Llansana. We reflected with Brother Pedro Ost on the Evangelical Use of Goods and the calls that the Institute makes to us in this domain. We have analysed Community Life with the help of the circular of Brother Seán Sammon, Marvellous Companions. We have delved more into the terrain of self-knowledge accompanied by Maite Melendo, covering the aspect of Communication and interpersonal relationships, an indispensable condition for building healthy community relationships. The subject of Celibacy and the consecrated life, treated by Father Cosme Porto, gave us a more global and integrated vision of concepts concerning sexuality. 

The excellent spirit that is evident in the group makes us foresee in the future a time of personal benefit and a good community development.

We appreciate the presence of the brothers who have visited us, rejoicing in their fraternal presence. Among them, Brother Antonio Carlos Ramalho, who spent a few days with us at the end of February and brought us news of the Institute. This interest that the General Council shows in the course and its members gives us a lot of encouragement. We thank Brother Antonio, the Council and all the brothers of our Provinces who help us and accompany us by their prayers.

Thirteen brothers at Davao and one bread 
I WILL TAKE IT TO MY BROTHERS AND WE WILL EAT IT TOGETHER 
These are the words pronounced in 1824 by Brother Jean Pierre Martinol when Father Champagnat offered him some bread to eat before undertaking the return voyage to his community: “… I will take it to my brothers and we will eat it together.” 

We are a community of thirteen brothers plus three brothers who are accompanying us and, as those responsible, are preparing us with great concern and affection for our future mission. Will we be capable of taking a bit of “bread” and will we be able to share it together with the brothers of the community, with all those whom we love? 

“THE LONG PATHWAYS DEMAND GREAT FIDELITY… AND AS THE PATHWAYS LENGTHEN, THE FIDELITY BECOMES MORE BEAUTIFUL.” 

Transitions, changes, moves, cultures, renunciations, means for building a community, spirituality for the mission, Champagnat and his mission, history and culture of the “people of Asia”, cultural diversity… and some other themes that we will explore deeply throughout our voyage, to start to eat our “bread of the house” together, with a good appetite, with a bit of flavour, - all that is done and lived affectionately, asks for more – causes us to repeat and to share. It is in the sharing that we find the meaning of many of our renunciations changed into happiness and into hopes. 

Community is sharing. Sharing is loving. To share it is necessary to dialogue and the dialogue must be an authentic human activity. 

How it is beautiful to recognise each other each day. To eat together. To accept the bread that each brother brings to the table, with simplicity but with a lot of affection at the same time – the warmth of the home is what counts – and all of that brings us back to our Founder, when he spoke of “family spirit” as a Marist characteristic. 

I look ahead to the 15th June charged with ideas, with experiences lived and assumed in a responsible way. Five months lived with shared “ups and downs”, some of them painful, others happy, and only for this: to have accepted to be COMMUNITY, to know how to recognise each other, travelling the same pathway. Each hour and each day that passes, I ask myself timidly: “What will I take to my brothers to eat with them?” This question that I ask myself each day carries the burden of my smallness, but at the same time reflects the grandeur, the vitality and the actuality of community life. 

More than a month has passed of doing and being here in community at Davao, with a few clear and concrete objectives known by all. We know each other, we accept each other as different and complementary, we are rich personalities and for that different. 
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At the end of the day, in our multicultural community, one perceives the calm, one seeks rest; the daily programme lived and personalised with honesty emerges in thanksgiving praise: for the brothers whom you have given me, for the lived experience, for the misunderstood – and certainly accepted -, for the joys of some and the worries of others. For the fresh “bread” of today and sometimes for the stale one of yesterday, but always ours, and for the food of tomorrow. For all that we are and the way in which we are: THANKS LORD. 

“I will take it to my brothers…”: how much questioning suggests this sentence to me; it speaks to me of moves, of will, of priorities, of substitutions, of changes, of growing, of assimilation to new cultures including new languages. What will I take to them? Why will I take it to them? To whom will I take it? This is the process in which we find ourselves, the thirteen brothers of this community in Davao. I am truly convinced that our “bread” kneaded and raised each day in the silence of the morning reminds us of the promise to share it which demands from us presence, attitude and mutual acceptance; this is what we must take to the brothers to eat it, to taste it, to savour it, profiting from it together and recognising each other each day eating the “bread” worked by our own hands. “ONE IS ALWAYS BORN IN A PLACE THAT ONE HAS NOT CHOSEN.”

General House - 01/03/2007

Post-Novitiate stage one formators meeting 
A GLOBAL VISION OF FORMATION 
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From 19-23 February a meeting was held at the General House for formators of Post-Novitiate stage1. The objectives of the meeting were clear. To create a forum in which:

1. can be shared the diversity of Scholasticate programs that exist across the Institute.

2. we can gain insight into the stages of formation that precede yours, as well as clarity about the continuation of formation into Post-Novitiate Stage 2.

3. the specific concerns of the General Council in relation to the Scholasticate stage of formation can be presented and discussed. 

4. there can be a deep reflection on the issue of the development of Marist identity in our young Brothers.

5. the use and value of the Formation Guide can be assessed.

Those objectives were addressed during the four days meeting. Brother Seán gave a strong push in objective 4 sharing with the participants ways leading to a deeper understanding of the identity of our Young Brothers. All those objectives could be summarized in one present in the minds of those attending a meeting: to find a common vision of formation at that stage within a great cultural variety of the Institute. Important it was to reach some “non-negotiable” points going beyond any cultural aspects: without them there is marist formation whatever culture we may be living.

Following a very much squeezed schedule the participants shared among themselves their sentiments, the strengths and the challenges of formation at that stage. The sharing was very frank, stimulating and open. 

Looking at their evaluation, and thinking of limitations of time we may affirm that a positive and useful exchange of ideas on the different objectives was achieved. According to their own words they go back enriched, strengthened in their ideal as formators and ready to promote some initiatives. They found so positive the meeting that among their 10 suggestions we find:

• To have similar meetings for master of novices, postulants and Post-Novitiate 2 brothers.

• To have such a meeting of Post-Novitiate 1 formators every two years. 

• To think again of a course for formators and vocational animators.

With all this effort coming from the General Council, with God’s grace and Mary’s presence among us, with the good determination of our formators at that stage we all hope, in the future, a greater perseverance among our Young Brothers capable of centering their lives more and more in Christ who loves us. 

Spain - 28/02/2007

European Conference of Provincials 
EUROPEAN COUNCIL OF THE CHAMPAGNAT MOVEMENT OF THE MARIST FAMILY 
The CEP (European Conference of Provincials), having met at Madrid on the 19th February 2007, took into consideration the two proposals that it received after the 1st European Meeting of the Champagnat Movement of the Marist Family which took place at Alcala de Henares (Madrid) from the 10th to the 13th August 2006: To hold a meeting of representatives of each Province, at the European level, every four years and to create the European Council of the Champagnat Movement of the Marist Family which will meet annually with the Institute’s Bureau of the Laity and which will have as its aim the analysis of the progress of the fraternities and their animation. 

The European Conference of Provincials unanimously accepted the two proposals and approved them in accordance with its competence. The final responsibility for the MChFM in each of the Administrative Units of the Institute is entrusted to the Brothers Provincial.

With regard to the first proposal, the CEP did not specify if this meeting will be held before or after the General Conferences or the General Chapters of the Institute, thus maintaining the indetermination that already existed between the participants of the 1st European Meeting at Alcala de Henares, which will allow for a better adaptation to the circumstances. 

Spain - 27/02/2007

Marists Sants-Les Corts, 1907-2007 
ONE HUNDRED YEARS OF LIFE, OF EXPERIENCE AND OF VIRTUE 
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One hundred years of educational life in two historic districts of Barcelona: Sants and Les Corts; there have been many years and many people for sowing in the furrows of the life of this school. 

One understands more easily their insertion and their centenary activity from their social setting and from the Marist plan of schools for Barcelona. 

The Marist school of Sants started with the difficulties of any truly fruitful beginning. It integrated into the district of Sants and in its neighbour of Corts and it stayed there, established itself there and developed there. The vicissitudes of the Tragic Week passed by; the trial of the World War of 1917 passed by and it paid a bloody tribute in the civil war of 1936, with seven martyrs among the eleven members who composed the Marist community.

But as the grain of martyrs and its testimony are always fruitful, Sants was reborn from its ashes. Sants increased in size after the forties, until needing to enlarge itself and divide into two in the neighbouring district. 

The Marist school of Sants tried to face the new challenges proposed by the current society; it developed appropriate pedagogical, organisational and structural initiatives that culminated, in 1994, in the merging of the educational centres under the same direction, forming one group of teachers for the same entity. In order to obtain an integrated evolution at all educational levels, from the infants school, from the primary school, passing by the ESO and the Bachillerato, one can arrive at university following one same system. 

For a Marist school to celebrate a centenary is an auspicious occasion to return to the sources; to remember the origins; to relive the initial charism of the Founder Saint Marcellin Champagnat and the first Marists who lavished their effort and knowledge in these places. 

To celebrate a centenary is to take account of the legacy of one hundred years of life, of hope and of virtue that gives us the security of following in the steps of determined people who lived with the value of a Marist style of education. 

To celebrate a centenary is a unique occasion to thank God and Mary who have been our protectors at all times and in every difficulty; to bring to mind so many educators: laypeople, religious, fathers, mothers, monitors and all the other members of the Marist educational community who have given their time, their work and sometimes their entire life for education. 

We are already looking towards the future with the shared dream of the one who hopes and counts on continuing the journey towards the second centenary. 

Spain - 26/02/2007

Meeting of the Marist Fraternities of Badajoz with brother Pau Fornells 
WE FEEL PRIVILEGED BY THE CALL TO BE MARIST 
Saturday 17th February, Brother Pau Fornells, Director of the Bureau of the Laity of the Marist Institute, had a meeting with the four Marist fraternities of Badajoz, offering in this way his service of animation, of co-ordination and of support to the extension proc-ess of the spaces of communion with the laity and, according to the indications of the XX General Chapter, “to widen the space of the tent”.

Prior to the meeting, the Fraternities had reflected on the subject proposed by Brother Pau in the European Meeting of Fraternities (August 2006), “Some reflections from the Life Plan of the Champagnat Movement”, and throughout Saturday morning the most important ideas of the document were discussed. 

The ideas that were mentioned the most were: we feel privileged and called; the voca-tions of brothers and of laypeople have the same importance; the common mission is not based on doing, but on living; we must know how to review our past life in order to prepare the future that the Spirit wants; we need to build an open fraternity more than a “nest” fraternity; respecting the rhythms of each person is a richness but, at the same time, a risk; our life must be the permeating perfume of God; a vocation is a call to-wards others, to give your life. 

Then Brother Pau highlighted some proposed ideas and suggested from his own experi-ence some pathways of dynamism and openness on new ways, inviting each group to put in writing its mode of incorporation and integration as a fraternity. And after a prayer in the college chapel, we shared a meal. 

On this theme, there was a parody prepared by José Antonio Rosa and Carlos Ramos, in which they represented how the new relationships between the brothers and laypeople must be; it was a representation that was well received and applauded by all present. 

In the afternoon, the “mixed” Marist community of Badajoz (composed of Brothers Antonio Marin, Goyo Bartolomé and Pepe Tenorio, as well as the married couple José Antonio Rosa and Eva Cabrera, and their precious children José and Jaime), also met with Brother Pau to share with him their two years of community journey, analysing the different aspects of their life and mission, at the same time as their questions and dreams for the future. We finished this intense day with the participation in the Sunday Eucha-rist of our parish. 

We, the Marist Fraternities of Badajoz ("Brother François", "Bethania", "Nazareth" and "Emmaus") and the Marist community are very grateful for the contact, the affection and the accompaniment that our Brother Pau shared with us on this beautiful day. 

Cuba - 23/02/2007

Marist life in Cuba 
THERE IS A TIME FOR EVERYTHING 
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Dear Brothers, our Marist greetings from Cuba, an island rich in sunshine, in golden beaches, in friendship, solidarity, rumba, dreams and good humour. 

It is a pleasure for us to be able to share with you something of our life after nearly six years of presence in this land. We are doing this voluntarily, convinced that for every-thing there is a time: “to be born and to die, to tear and to sew, to cry and to laugh, to embrace and to refrain from doing so, to be quiet and to speak.” (Eccles. 3,7)

The Marist refoundation in Cuba has followed a sinuous itinerary. During 1993 Brother Charles Howard and his Council took the decision to send a group of seven brothers to the Greater Antilles, with the aim of trying to announce the good news to the children and young people of the dioceses of Cienfuegos and of Holguín. Today after nearly fourteen years and three Superiors General who sent us and generously supported us, the project is approaching its initial dream. Many things of this atypical process are ex-plained by the fact that it concerns a country with a socialist regime, the only one in the western hemisphere, and by the challenges that this type of organisation poses to reli-gious life and in a particular way to congregations involved in education. 

Our first two brothers who entered were: Efraín Martín (Cuban) and Carlos Martínez Lavín (Mexican), during 2001; in 2002 Héctor Ávalos (Mexican) entered; in 2004 Sal-vador Salinas (Salvadorian) entered and recently on the 2nd February Jesus Bayo (Span-iard coming from Chile) and on the 14th February Carlos Scottá (Brazilian coming from Amazonia) arrived. We thank God, the Institute, our respective Provinces and all those who have helped us in the laborious process, necessary to arrive at this moment. It has demanded voyages, trips, interviews, numerous letters, e-mails, and the availability of material resources and of people. In a special way our gratitude goes to Bishop Emilio Aranguren, former bishop of Cienfuegos and now of Holguín, a former student, who has measured neither his time nor his efforts in supporting our project. We have re-quested the affiliation to the Institute for him which the General Council has recently granted him. 

At the current time, we are in two communities, that of Cienfuegos and that of Havana. In Cienfuegos, we are situated in Buenavista, a semi-rural district on the periphery. There are currently three brothers here, an aspirant and a postulant. We are a formation community and at the same time we collaborate with the diocese in three large sectors. The first is the pastoral animation of the parishes of Tulipe, Caonao and Buenavista with a particular attention to the children and young people; we especially organise various activities for them on weekends. The second is the diocesan animation of sev-eral secretariats and commissions: catechesis, youth ministry, missions, social pastoral ministry. Happily this animation does not demand papers and being behind a desk but organising numerous programmes with the boys and the leaders who demand creativity and direct contact with groups and representatives. As well, every day we open our house from three o’clock to six o’clock in the afternoon to the children and the young people of the district so that they can come to practise sport, learn the guitar and enjoy some activities that have a cultural and formative character. 

The community of Havana is taking its first steps. We reside in the district of Cogriller which is in the vicinity of the city, which is known under the name of Havana country-side. We have just arrived. Most of our time and our energy is dedicated to supporting the formation of our novices and formators from other congregations. We also work with the youth ministry for the adolescents and children of the parish; we are the only religious community in this zone.

Since our arrival, we have given a greater importance to vocations ministry. We think that the charism of Marcellin is very current, that it is a richness for the Church of Cuba and that it is appreciated by the people and in a particular way by the boys. Our pres-ence in Cuba will only have a future if we are able to pass the baton on to the next gen-eration. 

A question that has always been with us since our arrival is: what would Marcellin do if he was in our place? We try to give responses from what we think is at the heart of our Founder. We advance like a tortoise, wanting to practise that in little steps and with a long look and by trying to discover the value of what is small, germinating, progressive and anonymous. 

The contact with this Church, this religious life and this people who possess such singu-lar riches and whom we want to serve each day as best we can is an ongoing call to grow in incarnated spirituality. Later in other correspondence we will share with you something of what we have learnt in this area. 

Through these lines we ask you to pray to the Lord that he will grant us the grace to increase our effort to centre our lives on Him. May it please God that from there we will develop the art of combining audacity and hope with patience and prudence! We count on the protection of our Good Mother and the help of Marcellin and of the brothers who have preceded us.

General House - 22/02/2007

Report of the General Council on the winter plenary session 
VIII GENERAL CONFERENCE AND THE MARIST YEAR OF SPIRITUALITY 
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The General Council met with the members of the General Administration during the morning of Friday 16th February, for information on the activities carried out in the plenary sessions of January and of February, known in the General House under the name of the winter session. All the brothers and laypeople of the General Administration attended this information meeting. 

Among the news communicated we should note firstly the convocation of the VIII General Conference, in which the Brothers Provincial and District Superiors of the Marist world will participate from the 24th May until the 2nd June 2007 in Rome. And secondly the convocation of a “Marist Year of Spirituality” which will take place during 2008 as a preparation for the General Chapter. 

As well as these pieces of news, the destinations were given of the brothers who formed the first group who were prepared at Davao to participate in the Mission ad gentes. Four brothers will go to Bangladesh: Marti Enrich, Ewald Frank, Mark Poro and Hilario Schwab. Three will go to Cambodia: Francis Attah, Brian Kinsella and Bernhard Tremmel. Two will go to Canada: Félix Roldán and Miguel Angel Sancha. And the Brother Superior General is maintaining “in pectore” the name of the country and the destinations of Brothers Clement Nwadike, Hugo Rivera, Patrick Betkou and George Valle who will go in twos in different cities. 

The brothers who compose this new institutional structure will have the support and the accompaniment of Brother Barry Burns who has been appointed Superior of this Mission ad gentes Sector in Asia. He has the responsibility of the animation of all this Sector of the Institute, seeking places where the new missionary communities will be established and co-ordinating the activity of these brothers. At the current time, a second group of thirteen brothers coming from eleven Marist Provinces representing ten countries is being prepared at Davao. 

We were also informed of the possible opening to laypeople to participate in the Mission ad gentes project in the company of brothers for a period of six months, one year, three years or six years once the economic conditions, insurance, etc. have been determined. These laypeople will follow the same process as the brothers in Davao, though it has not been decided if they will live in the same house or different premises, especially if they are married. 

On the 1st Marist International Mission Assembly, planned for the 3rd to the 12th September 2007 at Mendes (Brazil), we learnt that 20,000 people have met in the local preparation phase belonging to more than 1,000 different groups. In these meetings, held on all the continents, the participants in the Provincial preparation phase were appointed and in the Provincial preparation phase those who will be the participants in the 1st International Assembly. Pictures were shown of meetings held in Canada, Brasil Centro-Norte, Hermitage, Rio Grande do Sul, Ibérica, México Central, Mediterránea, América Central, Brasil Centro-Sul and of the Co-ordination team of the region of the Pacific. 

It is planned that the 1st Assembly will be composed of thirty-one brothers and thirty-one laypeople (one respectively for each Administrative Unit of the Institute), plus one layperson for each of the sixteen Administrative Units with a greater apostolic presence: eight members of the General Council and the members of the Preparatory Commission: four brothers and three laypeople. To this group of participants will be added fifteen people entrusted with translation and other auxiliary services. 

On the beatification of Brothers Bernardo, on the one hand, and of Laurentino and Virgilio with forty-four companions on the other hand, we are waiting for the communication of the date of the celebration of the beatification of these brothers and of twenty-two causes which will total 494 martyrs of the Spanish Civil War from 1936 to 1939. The Spanish Episcopal Conference decided in February 2006 to maintain the twenty-three causes in one group, to have one ceremony of beatification and to ask the Vatican that this celebration be held in Rome. During this time, some documents are being prepared to help us get to know these brothers; these documents are being developed for personal and community prayer and some joint actions are being co-ordinated with those responsible for the other twenty-two causes. 

Information was also given on the Master Plan for the Hermitage. The profound reasons that motivate this transformation were highlighted: the house of the Hermitage is the reliquary of Champagnat. It was he who constructed the house and organised its facilities. Everything speaks of his personality. In building a house, he built a community, a congregation. With Champagnat a history started that has not finished; a history that must be projected in the future facing new challenges with the sensitivity and heart of Marcellin. The Master Plan for the architectural or educational projects which are being undertaken must take into account these primordial values. 

The meeting finished with the calendar of the activities of the General Council until June 2007.
