Second meeting of the writing commission 
THE DOCUMENT “THE VOCATION OF THE LAY MARIST” 
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The members of the international Commission responsible for writing the document “The Vocation of the Lay Marist” met in Rome at the General House from the 26th February until the 2nd March. 

This meeting followed up the work commenced in April 2006 to designate the addressees of the document, the objectives that it must attain and the style with which it will need to be presented as well as its basic contents. It was also decided to ask a representative number of lay Marists from throughout the world to write about their experience of their lay Marist vocation. 

The objective of the present meeting was to conceive the methodology that is going to be used to write the document on the vocation of the lay Marist, to appoint the principal writers, to concretise the system of interaction between all the members of the commission and with other collaborators and to produce the calendar which must guide the works in the future. On this occasion the structure of the document and its contents were also defined. For that we used the ninety-two vocation testimonies sent from all the Provinces of the Institute which served as a source of inspiration for defining the fundamental lines of the document. All the members of the commission evaluated these extraordinary testimonies, as much for their great beauty and depth as well as for the coincidence that was found there of many elements that marked the different vocations in distant and different places of the world. The richness of these documents has provided a very rich material which has allowed a nearly definitive schema of the document to be conceived. 

According to the previsions that were made, the document should be in the hands of the General Council for its approval in the ordinary session of November 2008. If the previsions are kept, the document could be sent to the Administrative Units at the start of March 2009, some months in advance of the XXI General Chapter. 

The evaluation of this second meeting testified to the good ambiance of fraternity that was created, to the intensity of the work carried out, to the openness for assimilating the ideas of others, to respect for the cultural diversity of the Institute as well as the different rhythms of development of the lay Marist movement in the Administrative Units and to the satisfaction for the agreements obtained. 

All the members of the commission warmly thanked the General Council, and in particular Brother Seán, for the interest shown in the work of the commission and in each of its members. At the time of the reception by the General Council of the members of the commission, the ninety-two vocation stories were solemnly presented to the Brother Superior General. 

The next meeting of the commission will take place from the 5th to the 9th May 2008 in Rome to examine and retouch the plan of the document before handing it over to one sole writer who will retouch the style, and then to literary proofreaders and to the translators.

Missionaries from the time of Fr Champagnat 
MISSION AD GENTES 
First Group of Missionaries Commissioned
Our Institute has had missionaries from the time of Fr Champagnat and there are still many brothers who volunteered for overseas missions who have now become a part of the province they helped begin! There are many brothers who are in missions connected to their province. But, with Bro. Sean’s call for opening of new missions, particularly in Asia, a new group of Brothers are being prepared and sent to these new presences.

Among the countries that are going to receive these new missionaries are Algeria, Bangladesh, Cambodia, Canada, Cuba, Haiti, Korea, and Melanesia and another country in Asia.

Over the past few months, 17 Brothers were being prepared in Davao City, Philippines under the direction of the Orientation Team - Brothers Tim Leen, Alfredo Herrera and Roy Deita, and 3 brothers in Rome under the direction of Brother Ivan Buenfil, for new missions. Although the focus of the present “Ad Gentes” initiative is Asia, there are many other countries that have been asking for assistance for many years now and for whom Brother Sean and the Council want to be of assistance.

Some of these new missionaries will be able to provide support in already established areas such as Algeria, Haiti and Cuba. The province of Canada, which has been a most generous province to missions in Africa throughout the years, asked a number of years ago for missionaries to come to their country to help revitalize Marist life there and establish a “new presence” of Marist life in the country. 

At this writing, some of the brothers are in their mission countries, but others are awaiting the slow process as we try to understand all the visa requirements, etc.

The following Ad Gentes Brothers have been assigned to the following countries:

Algeria – Brothers Mick Sexton (Melbourne) and Germán Chaves (Santa María de los Andes). 

Bangladesh – Brothers Marti Enrich (L’Hermitage), Ewald Frank (West Central Europe), Mark Poro (Melanesia), and Hilario Schwab (Cruz del Sur).

Cambodia - Brothers Francis Attah (West Africa District - Ghana), Brian Kinsella (Melbourne), Bernhard Tremmel (West Central Europe)

Canada – Brothers Felix Roldán (Santa Maria de los Andes), Miguel Angel Sancha (Iberica)

Cuba – Brothers Jesús Bayo ( Santa María de los Andes) and Carlos Scottá (Rio Grande do Sul) 

Haiti – Brothers Anthony Njolovi (Southern Africa), Ernesto Benavidez (Cruz del Sur) and Bonifacio González (Mediterránea).

South Korea – Brother Gerry Brereton (USA).

Other Ad Gentes missionaries, Brothers Patrick Betkou (Madagascar), Clement Nwadike (Nigeria), Hugo Rivera (Mexico Occidental), and George Valle (Philippines) will be going to other country in Asia very soon.

Second Group of Davao
On January 15th, Bro. Luis Garcia Sobrado went to Davao to officially begin the second group of Brothers who will be going through this next stage of discernment to see if God is calling them to “mission fields”.

New Asia Mission Ad Gentes Sector
At the January plenary sessions, the General Council approved a proposal to make the new communities formed in Asia into a Sector so that they could be cared for easier until they are eventually placed in one of the future restructured Asia provinces.

We see this process of eventually moving one of the new presences over to one of the already established Asia Provinces to be a lengthy one. We want to ensure that the new mission will not be a “burden” to an Asia province in that many administrative details would have to be attended to, perhaps to the detriment of the Asia Provinces who find themselves right now in the midst of a restructuring process. 

This sector would only include the communities being formed in Asia. While other countries mentioned earlier in this update are having Mission Ad Gentes brothers sent there, they are under the supervision of the already existing province/district superior and they will function in these places likle Haiti, Canada, Algeria, etc, as Brothers 

Asia Mission Ad Gentes Sector Superior
At the January plenary sessions, the General Council approved Brother Barry Burns (New Zealand) as the Sector Superior effective immediately until August 31, 2007. We are grateful to Barry for accepting this appointment in which he will help assist the Brothers from the 1st and 2nd session in Davao for placement in the new countries.

As Sector Superior, Barry is in charge of helping the transition of each brother into his new mission country. He will also accompany each brother pastorally and do much follow up work on how the mission is beginning.

The first year of a brother going to mission focuses on language and culture study, so Barry will help these brothers get settled and get into a language school in their mission country.

Barry has served the Institute in a variety of leadership roles. He has been novice master, Vice Provincial, Provincial, and most recently served on the team for the formators course in Nairobi, Kenya. Barry will serve in this capacity until a Brother from Asia is named to this position.

Team in Rome
Brother Luis Garcia Sobrado, Vicar General, and Brother Michael Flanigan (USA), coordinate much of the activity of Mission Ad Gentes in Rome. Luis is the coordinator of the entire Mission Ad Gentes project. Michael is the Delegate of the Superior General to Bishops and church leaders, as well as to the Brothers in the discernment process in Davao for future mission. Brother Iván Buenfil, as from September 2006, is helping the team particularly with the accompaniment of the young Brothers who have showed interest for this MAG project.

Bro. Luis speaks with every provincial and district superior about each brother who has signed up for Mission Ad Gentes. He then accompanies each brother individually until the time when the Brother agrees that he would like to go to the next phase of his discernment - the program in Davao.

Bro. Michael prepares the Brothers for the Davao discernment phase, making sure they have all the necessary things in place to be able to begin. When the Brothers have been just a little past half way through the Davao program, he begins a discernment with them about what countries might suit them. He then makes his recommendations to Brother Superior General about placements in countries.

Bro. Michael also is in charge of finding the new missions. Often times, countries have been recommended to us by other religious as being very much in need of Brothers. Sometimes Bishops contact him directly after hearing about our Ad Gentes initiative in Asia. Michael has so far visited Bangladesh, Cambodia, North East India, Indonesia, Thailand, and two other countries in Asia. After visiting the countries, Michael makes the recommendation to Bro. Sean and the Council about which countries he believes we should enter. 

Canada - 17/03/2007

Marial Exposition of Beauport

Act for special procedures 
A GLOBAL PETITION 
The Bureau of International Solidarity of Marist Brothers, in association with Franciscans International (FI), support a global petitioning campaign launched by a group of NGOs, in order to express its support to the United Nations’ Special Procedures.

The United Nations Human Rights Council’s special rapporteurs and representatives, independent experts and working groups - collectively known as the “Special Procedures” - are among the most innovative, flexible and responsive tools created by the UN to promote and protect human rights. They cover various human rights issues which are of great concern to Marist Institute, its members and collaborators, such as the rights to Education, the right to Health, the rights of Migrants and of Minorities, right to Freedom of Religion… and many other topics as Sale of Children, Human Trafficking, Violence Against Women, Contemporary Forms of Racism… to mention just a few examples. Some mandates also exercise scrutiny over the human rights situation in certain countries. They have helped thousands of individuals whose rights were violated or threatened.

With the establishment of the Human Rights Council, which replaced the Commission on Human Rights as of 19 June 2006, the Council has been called upon to assume, review and, where necessary, improve and rationalize all mandates, mechanisms, functions and responsibilities of the Commission on Human Rights in order to maintain a system of Special Procedures.

Despite the clear need for the Human Rights Council to strengthen the Special Procedures, several states are instead proposing changes that would cripple the ability of Special Procedures to promote and protect human rights effectively. Those states are disregarding the harm that such measures would do to the men, women and children whose human rights are violated every day in all parts of the world, and who look to the Special Procedures to intervene on their behalf and defend their rights.

We, as Marist, believe that it is crucial to show to these states and to the international community as a whole our strong support to these Procedures, and calls on its members and friends to take action for the protection of the UN Special Procedures by signing the petition, which can be found at:

Argentina - 09/03/2007

First Meeting of Community Superiors – 2007 
Marist Province Cruz del Sur 
On the 23rd and 24th February, the first meeting of Community Superiors took place in the Pro-vincial House in Buenos Aires. It was a time for sharing experiences, evaluating the progress of community life and the demands of personal formation and also of the mission as indicated in our Constitutions. The Superiors were urged to be animators for the community sharing with the brothers. 

Brother Demetrio Espinosa received the brothers and encouraged them to pursue their Provin-cial task of animation. The Provincial Plan of the current year was presented in the framework of the proposition of the congregation: “One Heart One Mission”. This was also the occasion for Provincial animators of different sectors to present their projects for the current year; vocation ministry, management of works, solidarity in youth ministry, educational ministry… This Provincial programme was presented in a small brochure addressed to the brothers, the fraternities of the Province and to laypeople who are associated with the mission. 
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During the day of Saturday 24th February, we were able to have Graciela Senosiain as anima-tor. In this way, we could count on the accompaniment of a professional having a great deal of experience in the area of the psychology of religious life; providing accompany and therapy for numerous priests and religious, she is a Councillor of the Argentinean Conference of Reli-gious. With her enlightenment, we could work on the closeness of community life with human relationships, the concern of principal manifestations of psychological disorders in religious life and the importance of the task of the superior to know the symptoms and the way to care for them through adequate therapy. In the problematics of vocations she presented a panorama of the current situation and the conditions of religious choice of a lot of candidates marked by sociocultural effects and the situation of the isolation of globalised man. 

The dialogue on the selective situations was an occasion to be enlightened and directed thanks to the knowledge and experience of Graciela in this subject. We also carried out a work in groups of superiors bordering on an assembly. 

We cannot ignore that the religious life and its community expression are still an occasion of growth insofar as we encourage dialogue and the mutual acceptance of its members beyond differences that often mark the personal history of each one of its members. 

We cannot say that this short experience of two days was sufficient for resolving one of the most profound and richest mysteries of consecrated life and to which our Founder gave so much importance: Living in fraternity, and that was recently the subject of the Circular of Brother Seán in “Marvellous companions”. There is no doubt that it is an art to live together and a rich and valuable recommendation for the youth of today. 

With the presence of nearly all the Superiors of the thirty-two communities of the Province we were able to share this time of formation and of fraternity, beneficial for all the brothers of Cruz del Sur. We insisted on being able to continue to count on a professional for subsequent meet-ings which will be the continuity of what we have started today.

Impressions and experiences of young people from Marist institutes 
MARIST DEBATE MEETING 
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The fifth national Marist Hermitage debate meeting, Orizaba 2007, is a forum that permits the incentive of the sharing of ideas, of impressions and of experiences of young students from Marist institutes from the national territory of Mexico, in a set-ting of fraternal life in common. 

This meeting between students and brothers of Marist preparatory classes of Mexico took place in Orizaba, Veracruz, Mexico on the 3rd, 4th and 5th February. There were numerous values that this meeting promoted: personal study, working as a team, per-sonal motivation, leadership, as well as the respect, tolerance and discipline that are adaptable to the beautiful exercise of a veritable “battle” with words and knowledge: the practice of debating. 

The delegations came from: Montejo University Centre of Mérida Yucatan, Vallado-lid Institute of Morelia Michoacán, Cristóbal Colón College of Tepic Nayarit, Mexico College (Acoxpa) from the Federal District and Mexico College Orizaba.

Thus, once we had gathered we got down to the task of using the power of words and of knowledge while respecting the adversary and his opinions. In a veritable exercise of democracy, tolerance and fraternity, with about one hundred and thirty students, plus fifty judges, thirty moderators and still more people required for the organisation, we held about seventy-five debates around five tables: Science and Technology, Soci-ology, Politics, Economics and Religion. 

With subjects such as: “transgenic corn”, “legality”, “obesity”, “liberation theology”, etc, our students shared ideas, knowledge, lives in an activity that we the Provinces of Mexico have carried out for our senior students for five years. 

Objectives of the meeting:
1. To promote a space for life in common for the students of Marist senior institutions of the national territory. 

2. To promote debating as a contribution to the development of culture, tolerance and plurality in the country. 

3. To propose debating as a tool to increase in the students their capacity of reasoning, critical thought, intellectual curiosity and the art of communication.

4. To promote, through solid debating, the disclosure of knowledge in general, by distinguishing the exact, natural, economic-administrative, social and religious sci-ences. 

5. To support the intellectual development of Marist students, promoting their capac-ity for leadership.

6. To materialise the mission of making our students “good Christians and virtuous Marist citizens”. 

7. To strengthen the relationships between Marist students. 

8. To make the Marist students aware of the current social, political, economic, tech-nological and religious situation, and to engage them in the seeking of solutions to the problems of our times through respect, dialogue and consensus. 

9. Social awareness of the integral formation provided by the Marist institutes of edu-cation. 

United States - 07/03/2007

Preparation for the “One Heart, One Mission” international mission assembly in Brazil 
PROVINCE OF UNITED STATES 
In preparation for the “One Heart, One Mission” international mission assembly in Brazil in September, regional gatherings are being held throughout the Province in order to provide input for those attending the assembly who will help guide the future direction of Marist mission throughout the world.

To date regional gatherings have been held in New York/New Jersey and Texas. A Chicago gathering will be held on February 28, and gatherings are planned for Massachusetts and Florida.

The One Heart One Mission gatherings that have been held to date have proved to be good opportunities for brothers and lay people to share their sense of Marist mission at this early part of the 21st century.

Out gatherings have five themes for discussion: My Sense of Marist Mission; American Youth Culture; The Catholicity of the American Teenager; Among the Young, Especially the Most Neglected; and Sharing Our Call as Marists.

Here are some of the main points from the OHOM gatherings held in NY/NJ and Texas.

My Sense of Marist Mission
• Being present to young people, “loving them all equally” may mean leaving my “comfort zone.”

• Creating a ministry and a culture of “presence” among young people.

• In the spirit of Marcellin – a quiet witnessing of what we believe as Marists.

• Communicating joy and enthusiasm for what we do.

• Overcome any reluctance to speak about our faith and our Marist vision.

American Youth Culture
• We are troubled by a lack of absolutes which have created a sense of “moral relativism.” for our youth.

• Manipulation of young people by the media.

• The media’s desensitization of young people to issues around us.

• The “divided life” caused by the Internet: the actual person vs. the internet persona. Each can be drastically different.

• While we are concerned, we are also hopeful because American teenagers are adaptable, tolerant, generous, and open to differences.

• American teenagers are more globally aware than their peers of a generation ago. 

The Catholicity of the American Teenager
• Teenagers do not have a “language” with which to articulate their faith/religious experience.

• For many Catholic high school teenagers, the school is their only experience of Church.

• Parents are the “first teachers.” If they do not go to church, it is unlikely that their children will.

• The American Church is weak in ministering to the young.

• We need to help our kids develop a sense of Marist/Catholic identity to overcome a prevalent sense of “religious relativism.”

• Young people are seeking mystery/spirituality. How do we help them find that in a Marist school?

Among the Young, Especially the Most Neglected
• Our kids are challenged by competing cultures: the culture of the Marist school and the culture outside the school.

• The family structure is quite different today than it was a generation ago. Teachers can be significant role models for our young people.

• We need to challenge ourselves to be counter-cultural with values rooted in the Gospel.

• We need to challenge our kids to be counter-cultural with values rooted in the Gospel.

• How do we deal with “the not yet good”?

• “Reading the signs of the times” is not just some pious expression. It is a radical challenge. Are we up to it?

Sharing Our Call as Marists
• The lived experience of our lay colleagues stretches our experience of Marist vision and mission.

• The Marial quality of the brothers’ lives creates an atmosphere of community where people are met with gentleness, understanding, and love.

• Family spirit, community, compassion, prayer, love of vocation, being rooted in Jesus make both lay people and brothers Marist.
